PROCEDURE 

 
DANGER 

Park vehicle safely, apply parking brake, stop engine.  Prior to working on the vehicle, set the ignition 
switch to the OFF position and trip the main circuit breakers equipped with a trip button. On Commuter 
type vehicles, set the battery master switch (master cut-out) to the OFF position. 
Lock out & Tag out (LOTO) must be performed during set-up, maintenance or repair activities. Refer to 
your local procedure for detailed information regarding the control of hazardous energy. 
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DOOR PREPARATION 

Note: For optimum bonding, perform this procedure in a dust free environment. Ensure cleanliness of 
surfaces, parts and tools throughout the procedure. 

1. Mark original seal position on door. 

2. Remove former door seal. 

3. Remove any traces of glue 

4. Prepare bonding surface with a fine 
scouring pad. 

5. Clean with anti-silicone.

6. With a dry chix cloth, wipe the seal 
clean, including the backing liner 
paper to avoid accidental 
contamination of the gluing surface.  

7. Place the joint on the door. 
 
IMPORTANT: Make sure the drain 
holes are at the bottom. 

8. Peel the backing paper at the 
corners. 

9. Apply 684685 Simson in the corners 
and glue the joint to the door. 

10. Remove excess glue with a spatula. 

11. Remove the remaining backing 
paper and glue the rest of the joint.

12. Press seal with a conical roller. 

13. Press with a flat roller. 

14. Allow curing time before operating 
the door. 
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15. On simple hinge doors only: Apply a 
self-adhesive strip of foam on the 
door, hinge side.
