NOTE

This instruction sheet is applicable for XL series seated coaches and motorhomes which existing
evaporator drive motor is connected with only two wires (0 &130).

PROCEDURE
/A WARNING A

Park vehicle safely, apply parking brake, stop engine and set battery master switch(es) to the
OFF position prior to working on the vehicle.

Open evaporator compartment door.
Disconnect cables 0 & 130 from motor terminals.
On both air duct, unfasten all screws (figure 1) fixing the fan blower units to the discharge air ducts

Disconnect the temperature sensor (if applicable) on the discharge duct.
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From under vehicle, unfasten eight (8) bolts retaining double blower fan unit base to vehicle.
6. Remove double blower fan unit complete with base from evaporator compartment (figure 2).

Warning: Never support evaporator motor assembly by its output shafts while moving it. Always use
double blower fan unit base.

7. Install on a work bench the double blower fan unit
complete with base. Unfasten the fan square head set
screws, the Phillips head screws retaining fan casing
to base and slide out the assemblies from the
evaporator motor output shaft.

8. Remove motor from double blower fan unit base.

9. Install new drive motor (#563586) onto the double
blower fan unit and reinstall assembly into the evapo-
rator compartment.

10. Connect cable 130 to (+) terminal and cable 0 to (-)

terminal.
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11. On the drive motor speed control wire (white), discard the connector, place the heat shrinking sleeve
and crimp ring terminal #560083. Connect the ring terminal to drive motor (+) terminal (see figure 4).
