DESCRIPTION

The overhead storage compartment door fixing mechanism has slightly changed. For a door replacement
on the above-mentioned vehicles, follow the steps below.

PROCEDURE

Warning : Park vehicle safely, apply parking brake, stop engine and set battery master switch(es) to the
OFF position prior to working on the vehicle.

1. Remove the existing door. To do so, detach the door cylinder from the door, remove the pivots locking
screw then remove the pivots located at each side of the door (figure 1).

Note: use the existing pivots and nylon bushings for installation of the new door. If bushings or
pivots have to be replaced, use the following parts:

2. REPLACEMENT OF ONE 6"-ROD PIVOT DOOR. Install the new door using the existing pivots, nylon
bushings and screws. Slide the pivots into receptacle of adjoining overhead storage compartment
doors and lock on the pivots in place with the screws. Reinstall the door cylinder.

3. REPLACEMENT OF TWO ADJOINING 6"-ROD PIVOT DOORS. Install the new doors using the
existing pivots and nylon bushings only. Drill and tap the post located between the doors and use
screw #500587 to lock on the pivot in place. See figure 2 and 3.

4. REPLACEMENT OF 3"-ROD PIVOT DOORS. When replacing a 3"-rod pivot door type, it is
recommended to use a 6"-rod pivot (#313676) instead of the two existing 3"-rod pivots. In that case,
drill and tap the post as shown on figure 2. It may be necessary to drill through the existing pivot hole
in order to have the 6"-rod pivot to pass from end to end of the post. Use screw #500587 to lock on the
pivot in place. It is not possible to use a 6"-rod pivot for the door located on the rear left side of the
vehicle, in that case, install the new door using the existing pivot and nylon bushing only. Drill and tap
the post as shown on figure 4 and 5. Use screw #500587 to lock on the pivot in place.

Note: The first and the last overhead storage compartment are slightly different from the others.
Figure 5 shows door and pivot installation.
