PROCEDURE 

 DANGER 
Park vehicle safely, apply parking brake, stop engine and set battery master switch(es) to the OFF 
position prior to working on the vehicle. 

 

ASSEMBLING SUPPORT PLATE AND SIDE PROTECTIVE PLATES 

Assemble side protective plates (405829 or 406302) to support plate (406293 or 406292) using 8 cap 
screws (500163) and 8 split lock washers (500473). 

 
 
 

ASSEMBLING SUBWOOFER SUSPENSION 

Install parts of subwoofer suspension in 4 corners of support plate. Use 4 rubber vibration dampers 
(5060076) and 4 nylon insert hexagonal lock nuts (502874). 
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INSTALLING THE SUBWOOFER UNDER THE SEAT 

Check if subwoofer power cable is already installed and comes out of the heating and A/C air duct. 

If this is the case, separate seat from its pedestal and install subwoofer support plate, as centered as 
possible. 

 
If it is not the case, remove row of seats on the vehicle L.H. side in front of the heating and A/C air duct 
section (depending on missing subwoofer). 

Remove cable cover moldings and heating and A/C air duct section. 

Find subwoofer power cable located behind heating and A/C air duct. Connect subwoofer extension 
harness (066743) to power cable. 

Reinstall cable cover moldings and heating and A/C air duct section. 

Position the support plate under the seat, as centered as possible. 
 

NOTE 
Do not install a subwoofer under a sliding seat or a folding seat, use instead next fixed seat at the rear. 
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Use a Ø No.14 drill bit (0.182 inch) and drill 4 holes. 

 
Fix support plate using 4 cap screws (500179). 

 
Install subwoofer on support plate. 
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Fix subwoofer to support plate using 4 flat washers (500877) and 4 nuts (502874). 

 

Reinstall row of seats on the vehicle L.H. side. 

Connect subwoofer to extension harness.

We will reimburse you the parts and two 
hours (2.0) of labor upon receipt of a completed A.F.A. form on which you must specify as per "Warranty 
Bulletin 10-16".
