DESCRIPTION 

On the above mentionned vehicles, it is possible that the transversal radius rod on tag axle has been 
made of gray cast-iron instead of ductile cast-iron. In this case, it is possible that a rupture happen on this 
radius rod. Therefore, you must verify this radius rod on your vehicle, and change it if necessary as 
described in the following procedure. 

PROCEDURE 

Step A: Inspecting the Radius Rod 

Warning: Park vehicle safely, apply parking brake, stop engine and set battery disconnect switch(es) to 
the OFF position prior to working on the vehicle. 
Prior to working under an air-suspended vehicle, it is strongly recommended to support the body at the 
recommended jacking points. 

1. Under vehicle, in the rear axles section, locate tag axle transversal radius rod (Fig.1).  

2. Verify casting date on the radius rod (Fig. 1 and Fig. 2), if it is 310394 or 160994, perform step B, 
otherwise, don't perform it. 
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MATERIAL 

Note: Proceed with Step A of the procedure before ordering material. Order parts only if the replacement 
of the radius rod has to be done on your vehicle.

*Note: Radius rod could be different depending on your vehicle's model, order only the radius rod model 
that is suitable to your vehicle. 

Step B: Replacing the Radius Rod 

Warning: Park vehicle safely, apply parking brake, stop engine and set battery disconnect switch(es) to 
the OFF position prior to working on the vehicle. 
Prior to working under an air-suspended vehicle, it is strongly recommended to support the body at the 
recommended jacking points. 

1. Lightly spray inner and outer surfaces of bushing with water. 

Note: No lubricant whatsoever is to be used on the rubber bushing. 

2. Safely support the new radius rod, and place bushing on top of the radius 
rod end. 

3. Place a wooden block on top of bushing and press on it manually (Fig. 3), 
use a hammer if necessary. Redo step 1 to 3 for the second bushing. 

4. Under vehicle, in the rear axles area, locate tag axle transversal radius rod 
(Fig. 1). 

Warning: Because radius rod is very heavy, take care during removal 
procedure.

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5. On left end of radius rod, flatten the tab washer which secures the two retaining nuts, then unscrew the 
nuts and remove retaining plate (Fig. 4). 

6. On the other end of radius rod, flatten tab washer which secures the two bolts, then unscrew them. 
(Fig. 5). 

7. Unscrew the two bolts and nuts retaining radius rod support (Fig. 5), and remove radius rod. 

Note: The radius rod must be returned to Prévost Car Inc. in order to be reimbursed. Do not discard. 

8. Lightly spray the anchor pins with a water and soap solution, place the new radius rod over the anchor 
pins. 

Note: Radius rod could be installed either way beacause it is symmetrical. 

Note: It is necessary to apply oil on threads of all bolts and nuts before installing them because all torque 
are lubricated. 

9. At right end, place support, fix it with bolts and nuts and tighten lightly. Place new tab washer, two bolts 
retaining radius rod, tighten bolts lightly. 

10. At the other end, place retaining plate, new tab washer and nuts, tighten nuts lightly. 

Caution: Before tightening bolts and nuts, it is extremely important that the suspension of the vehicle is 
set to the proper driving height (see "maintenance manual"). Otherwise, the rubber bushing in radius rod 
ends will become preloaded, thus reducing the life of these parts. 

11. Torque all bolts and nuts to 110-130 lbf•ft lubricated (150-175 N•m lubricated). Fold tab washers over 
nuts or bolts, and apply an anti-seize compound on nuts.
