On the vehicles covered by this bulletin, two DPF (diesel particulate filter) plugs may be loose. If a plug is 
loose, it may fall out under the effect of vibration. This may cause leakage of hot exhaust gases.  

It is therefore necessary to check if the plugs are tight and to tighten them properly if applicable. 
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PROCEDURE 

 
DANGER 

Park vehicle safely, apply parking brake, stop engine.  Prior to working on the vehicle, set the ignition 
switch to the OFF position and trip the main circuit breakers equipped with a trip button. On the 
Commuter type vehicles, set the battery master switch (master cut-out) to the OFF position. 

 

FIRST PLUG 

1. Check if the M20 hexagonal plug 
located to the right side of the DPF 
(see image at right) is properly 
tightened. 

 

Note: To gain access to the plug, 
detach the Velcro strip on the 
insulating sleeve.
