PROCEDURE 

 
DANGER 

Park vehicle safely, apply parking brake, stop engine.  Prior to working on the vehicle, set the ignition 
switch to the OFF position and trip the main circuit breakers equipped with a trip button. On Commuter 
type vehicles, set the battery master switch (master cut-out) to the OFF position. 
Lock out & Tag out (LOTO) must be performed during set-up, maintenance or repair activities. Refer to 
your local procedure for detailed information regarding the control of hazardous energy.

Take note of the mileage displayed on the instrument cluster before removing it for 
replacement. 

 

INSTRUMENT CLUSTER REPLACEMENT 

1. Undo the screws (2x) and remove the instru-
ment panel cover.  

2. Keep the screws for reinstall. 

 
3. Undo the screws (3x) and remove the dash-

board cover. 
4. Keep the screws for reinstall. 
 

 

 
5. Unplug the four connectors at the back of 

the instrument cluster.   
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6. Remove the screws (4x) retaining the instru-
ment cluster assembly to the dashboard. 

7. Keep the screws for reinstall.   

 
8. Remove the instrument cluster with the 

brackets from the dashboard.  

 
9. Unscrew the bolts (2x) retaining the bracket 

to the instrument cluster on each side.  
10. Keep the brackets (2x) and the bolts (4x) for 

reinstall.  
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11. Install the brackets on the new instrument 
cluster 24171848 or 24171849 and tighten 
with the bolts (4x).  

 
12. Install the new cluster in the dashboard.  

 
13. Fasten the cluster assembly to the dash-

board with the bolts (4x). 
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14. Plug the four connectors at the back of the 
instrument cluster.   

 
15. Reinstall the dashboard cover and fasten it 

with the screws (3x). 

 
16. Reinstall the instrument panel cover with the 

screws (2x). 
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INSTRUMENT CLUSTER PROGRAMMING 

1. Connect to Premium Tech Tool (PTT), then under Program tab, select “Accessory kit” and 
click start.  

 

2. Enter the accessory kit number 24875932 and click continue to start programming the 
new cluster.  

 

3. Follow the accessory kit instructions until programming is completed successfully.  
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4. Once programming is completed, trip and reset main circuit breakers CB2 and CB6.  

5. Select the Diagnose tab in PTT and clear any diagnostic trouble codes (DTC).  

 
6. Go back to the Program tab and select “odometer programming”. Then, click start.  
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7. Select the illustration C corresponding to Manuel entry option and click continue.  

 
8. Select Manuel entry as data source, select the unit of the instrument cluster and enter the 

mileage value noted from the old cluster. 
9. Click continue to program the odometer.
