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PROCEDURE – H3 & VIP SERIE VEHICLES 
 

 WARNING  
Park vehicle safely, apply parking brake, stop engine and set battery master switch(es) to the 
OFF position prior to working on the vehicle. 

 

1. If not already done, raise the driver's power window. 

2. Set the battery master switch to the OFF position. 

3. To permit removal of the existing mechanism and installation of the new one, the window must be 
held in upper position. To do so, use duct tape to hold it in place. 

4. In order to gain access to the power window mechanism, dismount the driver's area lateral control 
panel and left interior trim. 

5. Disconnect the existing power window motor. 

6. Remove the existing power win-
dow mechanism. Follow steps of 
figure 1. 

 

Note: keep hardware for later use, as 
indicated.

7. It is necessary to extend the power 
window harness. To do so, cut 
connector C322 at the end of the 
yellow wires (circuits 26) and 
remove ¼" of insulating sheath. 

8. Extend the vehicle harness using 
connecting harness extension 
#563664 and butt splices #563623 
included in kit (see figure 2). Heat 
the shrinkable ends of the butt 
splices.

9. Apply 2 strips of butyl on the plas-
tic panel of the motor and support 
assembly as per figure 3.

10. Position motor and support 
assembly. Follow steps 1 & 2 of 
figure 4.

11. Follow the steps of figure 5. To 
carry out step 3, you may have to 
energize motor in order to position 
the actuator so it can be fixed to 
window support. Be particularly 
careful not to pull on the actuator. 
Only move the actuator using the 
motor. Momentarily connect the 
motor and set the battery master 
switch to the ON position.

12. Connect the motor and test the functioning of the new mechanism. 

13. Secure the connecting harness with nylon locking ties. 

14. Reinstall the driver's area lateral control panel and interior trim.

4. In order to gain access to the power window mechanism, open the front electrical compartment 
service door and remove the interior finishing panel. 

5. Disconnect the existing power window motor. 

6. Remove the existing power win-
dow mechanism. Follow steps of 
figure 6.

7. It is necessary to extend the power 
window harness. To do so, cut 
connector at the end of the yellow 
wires (circuits 26) and remove ¼" 
of insulating sheath. 

8. Extend the vehicle harness using 
connecting harness extension

the shrinkable ends of the butt 
splices.

To carry out step 4, you may have to 
energize motor in order to position the 
trapezoidal support so it can be fixed 
to window. Be particularly careful not 
to pull on the actuator. Only move the 
actuator using the motor.

4. In order to gain access to the power window mechanism, open the entrance door and remove the 
interior finishing panel. 

5. Disconnect the existing power window motor. 

6. Remove the existing power win-
dow mechanism. Follow steps of 
figure 11.
