DESCRIPTION 

On the above-mentioned vehicles, a vinyl protective stripe is added onto the slide-out painted lateral 
panels in order to prevent dirt coming from the seal to tarnish the paint. This improvement may have 
been performed at the factory, in this case, do not take this bulletin into consideration.  

MATERIAL 

Part No. Description Qty 

684460 Vinyl Tape, Black Self-Adhesive – 1 9/16” width 1 

Note: Material can be obtained through regular channels. 

PROCEDURE 

Warning: Park vehicle safely, apply parking brake, stop engine and set battery master switch(es) to the 
OFF position prior to working on the vehicle. 

Note: In addition to the above-mentioned material you will need a multi-purpose snap-off type cutter, 
some degreaser, some lint free clothes and a plastic scraper. 

1. Extend the slide-out by about 2 feet. 

Note: Make sure the vinyl protective stripe is required. Vinyl stripe is required only if lateral panels have 
been painted. Do not apply protective stripe onto glass or if only primer has been applied. 

2. Clean out lateral panel surface using degreaser. Use lint free cloth to immediately dry surface off 
before product evaporation. 

3. Unroll vinyl protective stripes, measure and pre-cut the necessary lengths. 

4. Remove a length of 4 inches from self-adhesive vinyl tape protective film. Position the protective 
stripe onto each lateral panel and also underneath slide-out (refer to figures 1, 2 and 3). 

Note: Do not apply vinyl protective stripe to the areas indicated in figure 2. Make sure vinyl stripe is 
positioned correctly due to the fact that it is difficult to remove once installed. 

5. Use a plastic scraper inside a lint free cloth to press against the protective stripe while taking care to 
gradually detach the protective film from the back. Use the scraper to eliminate air bubbles trapped 
underneath the stripe. Do not affix the protective stripe completely before using the scraper. 

Note: If a protective stripe must be partially or completely replaced, use a hair dryer to heat the stripe in 
order to facilitate removal.
