The owners of the vehicles affected by this bulletin will be advised by a 
letter indicating the Vehicle Identification Number (VIN) of each vehicle concerned. 

DESCRIPTION 
On the above-mentioned vehicles, the L.H. side and R.H. side expansion tanks located above the drive 
axle support frame double cross member must be removed. There is a possibility for the expansion tanks 
to rub against the air springs and thus create premature wear. 

PROCEDURE 

 DANGER 
Park vehicle safely, apply parking brake, stop engine and set battery master switch(es) to the OFF 
position prior to working on the vehicle. 

MATERIAL 

Part No. Description Identification Qty 

641175 Fitting, Elbow, Male 3/8 Tube X ½ NPT  2 
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130988 Hose, Nylon Blue 3/8” I.D. (43” long)  2 
 

NOTE 
Material can be obtained through regular channels. 

1. Raise L.H. and R.H. side hinged rear fenders. 

2. To access the expansion air tanks and air springs, remove the protective panels located in front of 
drive axle wheels (Refer to figure 1).

3. Remove the air from the drive axle support frame air springs. To do so, dismount the link assembly 
from the height control valves (Refer to figure 2). Lower the valve lever to purge the air from the air 
springs.

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4. Raise rear of the vehicle using the tag axle jacking points. 

5. Remove air hoses and fittings from expansion tanks. 

6. Dismount air tank holding clamps then remove air tanks (Refer to figure 3).

7. Remove elbow fitting located on top of air spring (Refer to figure 4).

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8. Install elbow fitting (641175) onto top of air spring. 

NOTE 
Apply some “Loctite 567 Thread Sealant” onto fittings. 

9. Connect 43” long air hose (130988) between elbow fitting located onto top of air spring and height 
control valve (Refer to figures 5 and 6).

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10. Secure new hose using nylon ties (Ty-rap). 

11. Pressurize the air system and check for leaks. 

12. Reinstall the protective panels located in front of drive axle wheels.
