PROCEDURE

Park vehicle safely, apply parking brake, stop engine. Prior to working on the vehicle, set the ignition
switch to the OFF position and trip the main circuit breakers equipped with a trip button. On Commuter
type vehicles, set the battery master switch (master cut-out) to the OFF position.

1. Locate the Audio/Video equipment in the upper left parcel rack compartment .

2. Remove the VHS player from the compartment and discard according to local environmental rules
and regulations.

Seal the now unused “control head” connector C562 with vinyl tape.
Keep the 12V power cables for future use.
Insert the DVD in bracket 407639 and secure with the provided nut. (fig. 1)

Bracket installation in parcel rack.

Locate bracket and mark mounting hole locations. Drill holes with #19 (0.166") size drill.
Install with:

7. Video connection:

o If vehicle wiring has RCA cables for video:
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Use the BNC to RCA converter #901564 to have a compatible link and connect cable #901347.

o If the vehicle has BNC connectors:
Simply connect BNC cable #901347 to the existing connection
Connect the audio RCA cables to the vehicle’s existing audio connection.

12V power connection to the DVD player:

Construct a patch harness according to instructions in Fig. 2

10.  Crimp the butt connectors of the power cable to the 12V power cables in the compartment.
11. Next, position the external Infrared (IR) sensor on the central windshield post.
12. Make sure the sensor window faces the passenger area.
13. Connect the extension to the “external remote” port behind the DVD.
14.  Confirm proper fit and operation of your installation before finalizing.
15.  When ready to install, clean the post cover with alcohol to have a good clean gluing surface.
16. Then, remove the adhesive tape backing on the sensor and install it on the post
17.  Secure the extension with cable ties along its path.
