On the vehicles affected by this bulletin, one of the battery ground cables may have been incorrectly
crimped and must be replaced following the procedure below.

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PROCEDURE

Park vehicle safely, apply parking brake, stop engine. Prior to working on the vehicle, set the ignition
switch to the OFF position, trip the main circuit breakers equipped with a trip button and set the
battery master switch (master cut-out) to the OFF position.

1. Open the vehicle curb side
engine door and remove the
battery cover.

2. Locate the 069525 ground cable REPLACE

. GROUND CAEBLE =
connected to the chassis ground 069525

stud (left side; see image).
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3. Disconnect the cable at the

battery terminal and chassis
ground stud. Remove the cable
from the vehicle.

Slide out of the housing — cut
cable tie if present.

NOTE: Clean chassis ground
stud, remove rubber coating.

UNSCREW AND REMOVE
CABLE

Replace the cable with the
supplied 069525 cable.

Secure the cable at the terminal
end and chassis ground stud.
Torque nuts to 170 Ib-in.

Apply a strip of torque seal to the
fasteners on the battery side of
the cable.

Re-apply rubber coating on the
ground stud /chassis connection.

Secure the cable to the plastic
housing using a large cable tie.
