PROCEDURE

Park vehicle safely, apply parking brake, stop engine. Prior to working on the vehicle, set the ignition
switch to the OFF position and trip the main circuit breakers equipped with a trip button. On Commuter
type vehicles, set the battery master switch (master cut-out) to the OFF position.

2. Pull the handle to unlatch the bumper.

3. Flip bumper.

4. Unscrew the fixing screw.

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5. Flip lamps assembly (both sides).

6. Remove the bezel (both sides).

7. Unplug harness and discard (both
sides).

8. Remove low beam lamps and discard
(both sides).
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9. Install headlamp adjuster kit 930373 (2x)
on new lamps 930074(2x).

10. Lock adjusters on lamps

11. Install new lamps with adjuster on the
support (both sides).

12. Install new harness 0610603 (both
sides).

To be able to close the headlamp
assembly you must do cut-outs. (both
sides).

To do the cut out use the plastic cap as
template position the cap at the start of
each radius.

Use a hole saw 3 1/2 to drill the hole
center of the template marking.

Note: drill carefully because behind
the fiberglass there is a pneumatic
hose on the right side and an
electrical harness on the left side. Use
a piece of cardboard to protect it

before drilling.

Verify if you have interference at the
bottom of the lamp.

20. Install plug 430252 on cut-out with glue
680537. (both sides).

21. Clean the surface with 687959.

22. Install plug 430242 on cut-out with glue
680537. (both sides).

23. Reinstall the bezel (both sides).

24. Close headlamp assembly (both sides).
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25. Secure lamp assembly with the fixing
screw (both sides).

26. Close the bumper.
