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PROCEDURE

Park vehicle safely, apply parking brake, stop engine. Prior to working on the vehicle, set the ignition
switch to the OFF position and trip the main circuit breakers equipped with a trip button. On Commuter
type vehicles, set the battery master switch (master cut-out) to the OFF position.

Before proceeding, make sure the slide-outs are retracted in and safety pins are applied.
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Pre-Assembly:

1. On a table or bench, first install module
GEN1 563925, GEN2 560557 or GEN3
560349 on base 060575 with following
hardware:

e 4X 5001996 M4 x 12 screw
e 8X 502556 4mm Washer
e 4X 500539 M4 nut

2. Pre-assemble keypad supports 060579
on keypad GEN1 Front 563924, GEN1
Rear 563927, GEN2 560556 or GEN3
560348 with the following hardware:

e 4x 5000355 6-32 screw
e 4x 502556 4mm washer

Next, cut 5060120 grommet edging in 4
pieces of 3 inch each and place along the
support edges.

3. Take new wiring harness
GEN1 Front 563923, GEN1 Rear 563926,
GEN2 560555 or GEN3 560351 and
connect output plugs Gray and Black to
module before installing the keypad.

4. Connect keypad to harness.

Install keypad on base with following 5pp539
hardware: 502556

e 8X 502556 4mm Washer
e 4X 500539 M4 nut

6. On GEN1 only, mount the slide out motor
controller using the available slotted holes
next to the keyboard. Use the following
hardware.

e 2X 5001996 M4 x 12 screw
e 4X 502556 4mm Washer
e 2X 500539 M4 nut

Option: If you have access to a stud welding
gun, place two M5 weld studs to fit with the
mounting plate hole pattern.

Use the following hardware.
o 2X 502841 M5 nut
e 2X 5001137 M5 SS Washer

7. Connect large input plug on new module.

8. Connect 2 RED wire VBAT on 2 studs of
new module

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9. On GEN2 and GEN3 vehicles (Gen1 go to
step 12), unplug old module and remove
from vehicle. Keep standoff brackets.

11. Connect new GEN2: 560555 or GEN3: 560351 harness to vehicle harness.

Front Slide Out module connections:
J1 on CH36
J2 on CH37
J3 on CH38
J4 on CH39

Rear Slide Out module connections:
J1 on CH40
J2 on CH41
J3 on CH42
J4 on CH43
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12. On GEN1 only, add a double layer of
Velcro under the slide-out motor controller
to secure the other end.

Connect harness GEN1 Front 563923
GEN 1 Rear 563926 to vehicle harness.

Front Slide Out module connections:
J1on CH15

J2 on CH16

Rear Slide Out module connections:
J1on CH13

14. Confirm proper operation of slide-out.

15. Follow steps below to adjust the IN and OUT limits.
GEN1: IN/OUT limit setting using the keypad.
e Unlock the PIN
e Purge air in the seal
e Enter programming mode (TYPE ACBD)
e With slide out closed , Press A&D to set IN LIMIT
¢ Manually extend the slide in out position, Press A&D to set OUT LIMIT
e Press “D” to confirm “INNER LIMIT” & “OUTER LIMIT” indicator are both ON
e Exit programming mode (TYPE ACBD)
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GEN2: Proceed in the same way as original module.

e Same instruction as GEN1 above

GEN3 , Proceed same way as original module
e Purge air in the seal
e Retract slide to IN POSITION.
e Manually Lock the PIN.
